CONTRACTOR OHS POLICY & SAFETY RULES 

 
TO BE ISSUED TO ALL CONTRACTORS UNDERTAKING WORK ON PREMISES
CONTRACTOR OHS POLICY 

1. The Contractor shall comply with all of the conditions in the “Contract of Works”. A copy of the contract conditions shall be maintained at the site during the works.

2. The  Sale Turf Club Safety Rules for Contractors" listed below must also be complied with.

3. Adequate Public Liability and Workers Compensation Insurance must be held for all work performed, and copies of current policy details provided prior to the commencement of works.

4. Any required qualifications and/or trade licences for the work to be carried out shall be shown.

5. A RaceSafe “Contractor Permit To Work” (Refer to Contractor Work Permit Guidelines Pro.12.1f) (Work Permit Pro.12.1g) if applicable must be completed before any work commences on site. These include: 
· “Hot Work”
· “Roof Access”
· “Excavation Work” 
· “Working In Confined Spaces”    
· “Performing Electrical Work”  
6. Some race club premises have asbestos materials on-site. Enquires should be made of the Site Management and the “Asbestos Register”, referred to and the log completed describing works to be carried out and precautions to be taken before commencing any work which might disturb asbestos materials.

7. The Contractors own “Work Method Statement” and/or “Safe Operating Procedure” must be submitted to the Site Management for all potentially hazardous work to be performed on the site, and the contractors must provide and wear Personal Protective Equipment / Clothing wherever prescribed.

8. An approved Lock-Out or Tag-Out system must be used where required, and this must be described and demonstrated to Site Management before implementation.

9. All safety Incidents, Accidents or Injuries must be reported to the Site Supervisor.

10. Workplace Smoking Restrictions and Emergency Response Procedures as posted on OHS notice boards must be adhered to.

CONTRACTOR’S SAFETY RULES

1. Contractors must take the proper care for their own health and safety and for that of their fellow workers and of the employees of  Sale Turf Club who might be affected by their actions.

2. Contractors must at all times comply with relevant statutory requirements, policies, procedures and all reasonable and lawful instructions of Sale Turf Club managerial and supervisory staff.

3. Contractors must co-operate in maintaining a safe and healthy workplace and immediately report any identified hazards.

4. All incidents and injuries must be immediately reported to the site Management, and be recorded in the Accident Report Book/Register of Injuries as required.

5. Contractors must supply and use and/or wear any necessary personal protective equipment/clothing as required. Such equipment/clothing must only be used / worn in the manner and for the purpose designed.

6. Under no circumstances shall contractors operate vehicles, plant or equipment while unwell or under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or any other performance affecting substance.

7. Contractors shall not operate vehicles, plant or equipment unless appropriately licensed and trained.

8. In emergency situations contractors shall follow the instructions of appointed emergency control personnel, or in the absence of such personnel, the instructions of managerial/supervisory staff.

9. Each contractor is responsible for maintaining their immediate work area in a tidy and safe condition and for ensuring equipment and machinery which they operate is safe to use prior to, and during operation.

10. Contractors are required to immediately raise any concerns with site management where they reasonably believe their duties or a particular task will place their health or safety, or that of a co-worker or Sale Turf Club employee at risk.

Contractors should be aware that breaking safety rules and/or ignoring safe work practices may breach contract conditions and/or result in legal action being taken by Sale Turf Club or by the State OHS Authority.
